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WORLD TRAVEL MARKET AND SKI  
& SNOWBOARD SHOW 2011  
Bankers, Botticelli and the Bonfire of the Vanities

Two important events in the 2011 tourism industry diary have just taken 
place in London and have seen a highly qualified Italian presence.

From Oct. 13 to 23 the Italian State Tourist Board was present at Earl’s 
Court Exhibition Centre to take part in the 39th Metro Ski & Snowboard 
Show with a stand that attracted a very satisfactory number of visitors 
throughout the 5 days.  Open to the public as well as to press and trade, 
the show is considered one of the most important consumer winter & 
snow exhibitions in the UK. Visitors flocked to the 80 mq. of the Italian 
stand which gathered also the Abruzzo and Emilia Romagna Regions, 
South Tyrol,  Toscana Promozione, the tourist office of Val Rendena/
Madonna di Campiglio, the Chamber of Commerce/ Tourism of Bergamo, 
the hotels Don Luis and Il Tiglio B&B in Abruzzo and the Winter Sport 
Facilities of Ovindoli. 

The total number of 
visitors for this year  
is 31.160.

Different size but equally 
qualified presence within 
the 850 sqm of the Italian 
Stand at World Travel 
Market from November  
7 to 10 at ExCel in 
Docklands: 13 Italian 
Regions were present, plus 
the Trento Autonomous Region and 14 personalised booths, besides 
Roma Capitale and the Chamber of Commerce of Ragusa.

The traditional briefing on the British Tourist Market and Trends 
organised by the Italian State Tourist Board took place on Sunday 6, and 
on Monday 7 the exhibition opened on a full and varied programme of 
meetings and press conferences, amongst them the press conferences of 
the Marche, Sicily and Puglia Regions,  
of Roma Capitale and of the Chamber of Commerce of Ragusa, whilst the 
Campania Region opted for a well attended evening event.

All the above activities were organised in co-operation with the London 
branch of the Italian State Tourist Office.

The stand was visited by the Italian Ambassador on the opening day. 

According to audited figures published by WTM, the Fair will have seen 
approx. 48.000 visitors, amongst which international journalists, buyers, 
ministers and Government dignitaries.

NEW! ROMA EXHIBIT – ART AND 
EXHIBITIONS IN ROME  
The City of Rome’s cultural attractions in terms of exhibitions are 
being integrated into a single system. The idea is the fruit of a 
joint project launched by Rome Capital’s Councillor for Cultural 
Policies and the Historic Centre, Dino Gasperini, and involves 18 
of the capital’s public and private bodies with a view to forming a 
unified identity, the City of Rome’s new “exhibitions system”, 
branding of the entire museums system under a single logo:  
Roma Exhibit/Art and Exhibitions in Rome.

This centrally controlled system coordinates all the bodies 
involved in order to ensure the joint planning of the City of 
Rome’s entire exhibitions system throughout the year. The aim is 
to ensure a high quality of projects throughout the year, to make 
sure that the inaugurations of the main events do not overlap, 
and to avoid the repetition of exhibitions with similar contents. 
Joint planning will now make it possible to give notice abroad of 
Rome’s events a year in advance. The goal for 2012 is to give 
advance notice of all exhibitions to be held in Rome over the 
next three years

The strong points of operation “City of Rome Exhibitions System” 
include the construction of a unique website, and its goals 
include the perfection of a special transport system (shuttles) 
aimed at improving links between the various exhibition sites, 
with particular attention to those cultural spaces falling outside 
the historic centre.

]Recipe for the Season 
Monkfish with salsa verde
Ingredients

For the salsa verde

15g flat leaf parsley leaves, chopped•	
5g mint leaves, chopped•	
3 tbsp capers•	
6 anchovy fillets in olive oil, drained•	
1 clove garlic, crushed•	

For the monkfish

2 x monkfish tail fillets (approx 150g/5oz each)•	
8 slices speck (or parma ham)•	
1 tbsp oregano•	
1 tbsp rosemary•	
6 sage leaves•	
1/2 head endive salad•	

For the Lemon-Mustard Vinaigrette

2 tablespoons freshly squeezed lemon juice•	
1/2 teaspoon prepared Dijon mustard (e.g. Grey Poupon)•	
1/4 teaspoon sea salt•	
4 tablespoons extra-virgin olive oil•	

Instructions

For the Salsa Verde

Combine the parsley and mint leaves, capers, anchovy fillets and one 
garlic clove. Mash together with a pestle and mortar to form a coarse 
paste and season to taste with a little salt.

For the Monkfish

Start by finely chopping the herbs, then mix them together and 
adding salt and pepper to taste.

Skin the monkfish tails, being very careful to remove all of the 
membrane, or the fish will take on a rubbery texture when cooked. 
Place the monkfish in a bowl and cover with the herbs.

Arrange 4 slices of the speck (or parma ham) side by side on a work 
surface and  place one of the marinated fillets on the ham, and roll 
up the sides to enclose the fish. Repeat with the other fillet and the 
rest of the ham, and place on a baking tray. Cook in an oven at 
200C/400F/Gas6 for 12-15 minutes.

To serve, slice finely the endive, dress with the vinaigrette and place 
in the centre of the plate.

Then slice the 
cooked fillet, 
arrange the 
slices on the 
plate and drizzle 
with the  
green sauce.

Focus on Verona
Verona, in the Veneto region of north-east Italy, is one of Italy’s 
loveliest towns, famous for its summer lyrical season and for the 
most famous lovers in history: Romeo and Juliet. 

Verona has been a thriving and successful town for most of its 
history, and today smart shops and cafes fill the attractive medieval 
lanes of the historic centre. Verona is an important and dynamic city 
and the second biggest city in Veneto (after Venice). It is very active

The town’s museums and 
churches contain fine works of art, while the ruined Roman theatre 
over the river has excellent views. But Verona has much more to 
offer, such as its exceptional wines and delicious food, so go and visit 
this beautiful historic city and uncover all of its charms!

Verona Wine Top London, a showcase for the 
province of Verona’s prestigious wine 
competition, was 2011’s must-attend wine 
event.

opportunity to meet the protagonists of this great comedy of wines. 
Almost 100 wine connoisseurs, journalists and importers attended 
the event, demonstrating the passion the UK market has for 
Veronese wines.

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CAROLINA MELIS
When she was studying choreography at the London 
Contemporary Dance School some years ago, few would have 
imagined that visual art rather than dance would become 
Caroline Melis’s forté. However, Melis successfully transferred her 
interest in movement and space to animation and design, and 
the Italian Cultural Institute now presents Bloom, a substantial 
exhibition of her work. It is an eye-catching collection of 
illustrations, animations and textiles inspired by the traditional 
crafts and landscape of her native Sardinia. 

Melis has become the go to video creator for forward-thinking 
musicians, notably Vladislav Delay, Four Tet, Metronomy, Oh No 
Ono and Efterklang, and she has also designed visual material for 
the Animal Planet TV channel as well as projects for MTV, Sony 
PSP, Prada and, notably, a series of idents for BBC3. 

In the wake of a 2004 Animate! commission for the film As The 
Crow Flies, the Sardinian Institute of Ethnography commissioned 
Melis to make the short film Le Fiamme di Nule which, in turn, led 
to collaborations with Sardinian artisans, some of which are 
presented in Bloom. It is a showcase filled with striking works and 
well worth a look.
